Whitewater Rafting Weekend  -  June 29 - July 1
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	 6th Annual UCG-Edmonton Rafting Trip at beautiful Mount Robson (www.mountrobsonwhitewater.com) for young and not-so-young.  We will have spots in the group campsite (RVs are allowed, but there are no hook-ups).

Group rafting rate is 20% off the regular rate ($89) for the whitewater tour - thus $71.20 pp (this includes one night in the group site). 


Rafting will take place Sunday morning at 9:30 AM. Rafting trip itself is about 2-2.5 hours. At the end of the trip you are able to float in the Fraser river (something you have to try at least once in your life). All you need to bring is a towel and swimwear, the rafting company supplies the rest. Minimum weight for the Whitewater trip is 90 lbs.

If there is enough interest we might also have a scenic float trip for anyone under 90 lbs or simply interested in calmer waters (no minimum age - infants can come as well). A 20% discount off the regular rates applies for the float trip as well, discounted rates are $39.20 for adults, $31.20 for 5-15 years and under 5 are free (the rafting company has infant-sized life jackets). They prefer a ratio of 1 adult for every 2-3 kids.  This scenic float is great for grandparents and grand children.

Normal group site rate is $5 per person + tax per night. This price includes the showers with firewood being the only additional charge.

Cabins range in price depending on the size and number of people but the following is a basic breakdown of prices (you have to make your own reservations for this by phoning 1-888-566-7238):

Cabins and rooms range from $79 - $149 + tax per night. More info at http://www.mountrobsonlodge.com/
